DIRECTIVE TO PROHIBIT RELEASE OF STUDENT INFORMATION TO MILITARY RECRUITERS

To parents/guardians of high school students:

In 2002, Congress amended the Elementary and Secondary Education/No Child Left Behind Act to require that public school districts release their lists of high school students to military recruiters, or risk losing federal funding. However, families have the right to prohibit the release of information for this purpose. If you do not want your family member’s personal information provided to military recruiters by the school district, you must notify the principal of the high school.
